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Welcome to Bridgend Children’s Partnership’s Training Information booklet 2008–09
This booklet sets out a list of courses that may be available throughout the coming year. This year the Partnership has agreed to commission courses and will only offer funding assistance to those courses that it commissions. The number of small grants will be low and must go towards accredited courses.

 Any grants awarded will be for the academic year September 2008 – July 2009 only. Priority will also be given to group leaders whose qualifications are below level 3 on the ACCAC framework.

 You may also be eligible for a learning support grant from the Welsh Assembly Government. 

· it is a means-tested grant – targeted to those in greatest need.

· all eligible students (undergraduate HE, and FE students of 18 years plus) are entitled to a grant wherever they choose to study 

· only those ‘home status’ students ordinarily resident in Wales are eligible to apply.  

· levels of grant are determined by means testing based on residual income (i.e. gross income less taxable allowances). 

· not all part time FE students are eligible – there is a qualifying minimum course content of 275 contact or taught hours.

· LEAs are responsible for administering and publicising the grant and an additional amount is included in the grant from the Assembly to LEAs to cover these costs.
